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One of my favorite antique automobile activities is our 
annual picnic held every July at the Cooperstown 
grounds in Latrobe, and I would like to take this 

moment to thank John Ross and the entire Kuhn’s family for 
spearheading this annual event.  It is through their hard work 
and dedication that so many of our club activities are enjoyed 
by so many of our members.  You might ask why the picnic 
is a favorite old car activity for me, after all, there are no dash 
plaques, no trophies, no judging, no parade, and no organized 
parking arrangement, just a group of people driving their old 
cars to a pavilion and enjoying fellowship together.  And that, my 
friends, is exactly why the picnic is one of my favorite activities. 
     The picnic is a microcosm of what the antique car hobby 
was always meant to be.  In its formative years, the hobby was 
geared towards the preservation of old cars and the sharing of 
knowledge and the camaraderie of those with similar interests. 
My father, Bob Davis, was one of the earliest members of our 
club and one of the first persons to obtain an antique automobile 
plate in the state of Pennsylvania.  His purple plate #36 can still 
be seen affixed to the back of Dad’s 1915 Model T Ford.  It was 
in the Model T that Dad would provide the neighborhood kids 
with thrilling rides up and down the hills of Manor. Those kids 

would giggle and hold their ears when Dad would push the 
plunger of the T’s aoogha horn.  A few years later, Dad pur-
chased a 1934 Packard Super 8 touring car for $500.00.  Again, 
Dad shared his enthusiasm in the old car hobby with neigh-
bors, relatives, and friends.  Dad would loan the Packard for 
weeks on end to others so that they could take their children 
on picnics, parades, and for journeys on that road less traveled 
by.  Dad wanted others to harness the power of the Super 8 
engine, hear the “flapping” of the canvas top against the wood 
bows, and feel the breeze on their faces afforded by an open-air 
touring car.  Dad brought the past alive for many with his 
antique automobiles.

     This past year, my brother Bob passed away.  Like our Dad, 
Bob had a strong interest in the old car hobby.  Bob also inher-
ited from our Dad, a sense of sharing his interest in the hobby 
with others and using his old cars to bring pleasure to friends 
and strangers alike.  Every year Bob would use his 1932 Ford 
roadster to drive veterans in parades.  He would also take the 
old Ford to nursing homes where residents would reminisce 
about their driving days and the cars which they once owned.  
Bob was a dedicated volunteer for Meals on Wheels, and a few 
years ago, he arranged a fundraiser for the organization by

     Unfortunately, the “hobby” has in many ways evolved into 
a business where speculators, investors, and outsiders are in it 
for the almighty dollar alone.  There are now companies that 
recommend precious metals, stocks, and classic automobiles as 
a part of one’s financial portfolio.  Such an approach has left the 
hobby purist in the dust as prices for old cars have skyrocketed.  
There are fewer older cars available that a young person can 
purchase, refurbish, and share with others as the initial cost, 
parts, and regulations imposed by insurance companies have 
put a damper on this once enjoyable and affordable activity.

     Consequently, our Western Region picnic has become one 
of my most cherished old car activities.  The games, the laugh-
ter of children, good food, camaraderie, a family atmosphere, 
and the innocence of the hobby we all enjoy still permeates 
throughout the day at Cooperstown.  During our most recent 
picnic this past July as I sat at one of the picnic tables under-
neath the pavilion, I watched Carl Erb give rides to fellow 
members and guests in his 1970 Citroen DS 21 Pallas EFI.  Carl 
is one of the kindest gentlemen that I know, and a throwback to 
a time when old car owners shared both their cars and knowl-
edge with others.  The enjoyment on the faces of his passen-
gers both old and young alike caused me to reminisce about 
our hobby’s early years.  As Carl made a pass by the pavilion, I 
thought I saw for a second or two, my father and brother Bob 
sitting in the front seat alongside of Carl, laughing and waving 
to onlookers.  I’m sorry, must have been something in my eyes.

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On our travels last summer to Sacramento, CA, we 
stopped at another car museum located in Reno, 
Nevada. The National Automobile Museum also 

known as The Bill Harrah Collection housed several collections 
of two hundred and forty cars along with motorcycles and 
celebrity vehicles. The museum opened in 1989 and it recog-
nized as one of the top 10 auto museums in the country. 
     One of the exhibits was the 1907 Thomas Flyer car that 
was used in the Around the World Auto Race with five other 
cars from Germany, France and Italy. The race started in New 
York’s Times Square in February of 1908 and continued across 
the U.S. to Alaska. The plan was to drive across the ‘frozen’ 

Bering Strait into Russia. But weather conditions prevented 
that. The cars were then shipped by boat to Japan and Siberia 
where they continued driving across Russia into Europe and to 
the finish in Paris, France. The trip took 169 days and 22,000 
miles. Only three of the six cars were able to complete the race.

     There was an exhibit labeled the Cars of the Stars, which 
included vehicles such as Lana Turner’s 1941 Chrysler Newport, 
Frank Sinatra’s 1961 Ghia and Al Jolson’s 1933 Cadillac. It 
also included some uniquely designed cars such as the 1959

     Another exhibit showcased vehicles built for Speed. There 
were cars used on the Bonneville Salt Flats, for the Pan Amer-
ican Race in the 1950s, and the drag racing vehicles of Don 
Garlits and Don Prudhomme among others.
     There was an exhibit that had a display of race cars driven and 
owned by the actor, Paul Newman. The collection of Newman’s 
race cars is currently owned by the actor, Adam Carolla. Here is 
a link of a YouTube video to learn more:  https://www.youtube.

    The layout of the museum was easy to walk through and the 
décor was setup with store fronts and cobble stoned streets. 
There was also a theatre to watch films and news reels of vintage 
and antique cars.
